WHO: Students at least 3 years of age thru those entering 8th grade.   
WHEN: June 28th-August 13th, 2010 
    8:30 a.m. - 3 p.m. Monday-Friday

Dear Families,  
 

I am pleased to re-introduce “Around the World in Seven Weeks!” This camp program, started in the summer of 2008, is 

in its third year and designed to educate children about the seven continents through cultural and artistic enrichment 
experiences. Every week we will focus on a new continent and learn about different cultures through music, art dance 

and theatre.  
 

Camp offers age appropriate activities including swimming, field trips, out-door play in addition to enrichment activities.  

Breakfast, lunch and a morning snack are also included. Your child should bring any food for special dietary needs and 
any weather-appropriate items (i.e., water bottle, sun block). 

 
Field trips are every Tuesday and Friday. On Tuesdays we will provide a culturally enriching experience for our students 

and will be going to a local pool on Fridays. Students aged four years and older will go on ALL field trips (which may 

include either public transit or school buses). If your student is three years old and you wish for them to attend some or 
all of the field trips, that can be made possible with the appropriate arrangements. If you choose for your child to abstain 

from some or all of the field trips, ask that you keep your child home for that day as there are no alternate activities 
planned and the appropriate staff will not be available for care. Please also understand that no credits will be given for 

missing field trips and/or camp days. 
 

There will also be supplemental care available in the mornings from 7:30-8:30 am for an extra $15/week and from 2:45- 

5:45 pm for an extra $40/week. Both will be provided at Ravenswood School. 
 

Camp registration forms and requirements are attached. All applications must be completed in full and accompanied by 
the registration and activity fees as well as any other paperwork deemed necessary by the program director. Applications 

without proper fees and necessary paperwork will not hold a place in the program. All camp forms can be turned in at the 

main office in the mailbox labeled “BASA/ Marcia Lane-McGee” or in person in Room 005. All applications are due 
Friday, May 28th. 

 
Financial aid: Limited financial aid is available for all students on a first come, first served basis and is dependent on 

financial need. Financial aid forms are in the attached enrollment packet, and must include income tax records to 
document need.  Registration fees must still be paid by financial aid applicants. Applications without fees will not be 

considered. Please also see program administrator for Day Care Action Forms. If you feel that you have a need, but are 

not usually considered for traditional aid, please complete the financial aid form and attach a letter explaining your need 
to the attention of the Resource Coordinator.

Ravenswood Elementary School is a public neighborhood community school located in the Ravenswood 
Neighborhood. The School offers several programs: Extended Day School Program, a tuition-based Pre-
School as well as enrichment programming to students coming from a wide range of ethnic and social-
economic backgrounds.  Our goal is to provide an excellent public education for children of all levels and 
abilities.  We are creating a learning environment where expectations are high, diversity fosters respect 

and appreciation, and each child becomes well prepared to succeed as a lifelong learner who will reach his 
or her full potential. 
 
Youth Guidance, a school-based non-profit social service agency, helps at-risk students use their talents 
to create positive futures by providing programs that guide them academically, socially and emotionally. 

Youth Guidance has maintained a presence at Ravenswood School since the fall of 2007 and has been key 
in linking out of school time services to the school day. 

 
Youth Guidance has served Chicagoôs at-risk children and youth since 1924. The key to our effectiveness 
is our ability to deal with the rapid changes of inner-city communities on a neighborhood level. Youth 
Guidance became a leader in the social service sector in 1969 when we establish full-time outposts in the 
Chicago Public Schools. Youth Guidance still works in the schools today. Working with the children and 
youth on their turf gives our workers the insight and sensitivity needed to develop innovative programs to 

help meet the varied needs of students, schools, families and communities.  

 
The Summer Camp Program, located in Ravenswood Elementary School, uses its facilities including the 
gym, outdoor playground and field, and classrooms within the building.
